The Wahoo Board of Education met in regular session on Monday, December 20, 2021 
at 6:00 p.m. in the High School Media Center located at 2201 N. Locust, Wahoo, 
Nebraska. Publicized notice was given by advertising the meeting in the Wahoo 
Newspaper on December 15, 2021 and on the school’s website and doors. 

 
The meeting was opened by Vice President Mike Hancock with the following board 
members answering roll call: Mike Hancock, Brett Eddie, Lora Iversen, Alex Shada and 
Renae Feilmeier.

On roll call vote all members present voted yes. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Iversen, seconded by Shada to approve the regular meeting 
minutes of November15, 2021 and The Special Board of Education meeting minutes 
of November 22, 2021 as submitted. On roll call vote all members present voted yes.
